SINGAPORE — Smokers will soon have fewer
places where they can haVe a puff.

The smoking ban, which currently covers
most indoor public areas and public transport,
will be extended in the coming year, announced
Senior Minister of State (Ministry of the Environ-
ment and Water Resources) Grace Fu yesterday.
